S.O. 963(E).--In exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-section 
(1) of Section 154 of the Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force Act, 1992 
(35 of 1992), the Central Government hereby directs 

(1) that the powers conferred and duties imposed on a police 
officer by Section 41(1)-, 46, 47, 48, 49, 51(1), 52, 74, 102, 
149, 150, 151 and 152 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 
(2 of 1974), or in the State of Jammu and Kashmir • Code of 
Criminal Procedure, 1889, shall be the powers and duties 
respectively of a member of the Indo-Tibetan Border Police 
Force of the corresponding or equivalent rank, and 

(2) that the powers conferred and duties imposed on a police 
.0ficer by Sections 53, 100, 129 of the Code of Criminal 
'Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974), or in the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir 400the corresponding Sections of the Jammu and Kashmir 
Code of Criminal Procedure, 1889 shall be the powers and 
duties, respectively of every member of and above the rank of 
Sub-Inspector of the Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force.
