G.5.R. 395(E).—In cxerciz: of the powers conferred by sub-
section (2) of section 26 of the Smugglers and Foreign Ex-
change Manipulaters (Forefeiture of Property) Act, 1976 (13
of 1976), the Central Government hereby makes the follow-
ing rules, namely :—

1. Short title and commencement.—( 1) These rules may be
called the Appellate Tribunal for Forfeited Property (Condi-
tions of Service of Chairman and Members) Rules, 1978:

(2). They shall come into force from the date of their
publication in the official Guazette.

2. Detiniions,—1In these rules unless the context otherwise
requiresi—
(a) “Act” means the Smugelers and Foreign Exchunge
Maunipulators (Forfeiture of Property) Act, 1976 (13
of 1976);

(b)*Chairman”™ means the Chairmuay of the Tribunal;

te) “Tribunal™ means the Appellate Tribunal constituted
under sub-section (1) of section 12 of the Act;

(d) “Tudge” includes the Chief Justice. an acting Chief
Justice, an Additional Judge. an Acting Tudge:

(¢) “member” means a member of the Tribunal.

3, Remuneration, allowances ete. of  the Chairman.—(1)
A judge of the Supreme Court or of High Courl appointed
as Chairman shall be entitled to o monthly salary at the same
rate as 18 admissible to him as a judpge of the Supreme Court
or of a High Court, as the case may he. He shall be entitled
to such allowances and other benefits as are admissible to
a Judge of the Supreme Court or of o High Courl, as the
case may be.

(2) Where the Charrman retires trom service as Judge
of the Sumreme Court or of a High Court during the term ot
office of snch Chairman or o retired Judege of the Supreme
Court or of a High Court is appointed as such, he shall he
parl {or the period he serves as Chairmuan, such salary which.
together with his pension and pension equivalent of any other
form of—retirement bencfits <hall not exceed the last pav

drawn by him before retirement. He shall be entitled to such
allowances and other beneflts as are admissible to a serving
Judge of the Supreme Court or of a High Court, as the case
may be.

(3) A person not being a serving Judge, or a retired

Chairman shall be paid a salary of Rs. 3.500 per mensem
and shall be entitled to draw such allowances as are admissible
to a Government officer of equivalent pay :

Provided that if such a person at the time of his
appointment as Chairman 15 in receipt of a penslon 1n res-
pect of his previous service under the (Government or any
local body or authority owned or controlled by the Govern-
ment, such salary ahaf,l be reduced by fhe amount of pension
and pension equivalent of any other
benefits.

4. Remuneration, allowances etc. of members.—A person
appointed as member shall be paid a salary of Rs. 3,000 per
mensem and shall be entitled to draw such allowances as the
ndmissible to a Government officer of equivalent pay

Provided that if such a person at the time of s appoint-
ment as member is in  receipt of a pemsion In  respect
of apy previous service under the Government or any local
body  ar authorlty owned or controlled by Government, such
salary shall be reduced by the amount of pension and pension
aquivalent of any other form of retirement benefits.

5. Retlrement during the term of member —Where a4 mem-
ber retires from service under the Government or any local
body or authority owned or controlled by the Govenment
during the term of office as such member, hig salary for the
period he serves as member after such retirement shall be
reduced by the amount of pension and pension cquivalent of
any other form of retirement benefits.

6. Travelling Allowances.—(1) Tf the Chairman is &
serving judge or a rctired Judge of the Supreme Court or
ot a High Court, he shall be ecntitled to draw travelling
allowance under the Supreme Court Judges (Travelling
Allowance) Rules, 1959, or as the case may be, the High
Court Judges (Travelling Allowance) Rules, 1956, in res-
pect of journeys performed by him in connection with the
work of the Tribunal at the rates as are admissible to a
Judge of the Supreme Court or of a High Court, as the
case may be. However, a retired Judge of the Supreme
Court or of a High Court shall not be entitled to the benefit
of higher daily allowance admissible to a serving Judge of the
Supreme Court or of a High Court, as the case may be,
for performing functions outside their normul duties m
incalities away from their headguarters.

(2) The Chairman, not being a Judge or a reticed Tudge
of the Supreme Court or of a High Court or any member
shall be cntitled to draw travelling allowance in respect of
journeys  performed by him in connection with the work of
the Tribunal at the sumc rates as are admissible to a Central
Governmgnt  officer of equivalent pay.

7. Leave.—(1) Wherce the Chairman is a serving Judge
of the Supreme Court or of a High Court. he shall be entitled
lo such Teave as mav be admissible to him under the Supreme
Court Judges (Conditions of Scrvice) Act. 1958 (41 of
1958). or as the case may be. the High Court Judpes (Con-
ditions of Service) Act. 1954 (28 nf 1954). 'The serving
Tudee of the Supreme Conrt or of a High Court retiring
during the tenure of appointment as Chairman, he would be
governed bv  Central Civil Services (T.eave) Rules. 1972
with cffeet from hig date of retircment from service.

(2) Where the Chairman is o retired Tudge of the Supreme
Court ot of a High Court, he shall be entitled to such leave
as Iv admissible to an officer of the Government under  the
Central Civil Services (Teave) Rules, 1972.

(3) A persan appointed as 4 member shall be entitled to
such leave as is admissible to_an officer of the Government
under the Central Civil  Services (Teave) Rules. 1972 -

Provided that where 4 nerson to whom the Central Civil
Services( Teave) Rules, 1972 are not apnlicable. s apnointed
as the Chairman or s member, he shall be eligible for the
gramt  of leave under the rulee applicable to him hefore such
appointment.
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8. Vucation.—(1) Where the Chairman is a serving Judge,
he shall be entitled to vacation in accordance with the
Supreme Court Judges (Conditions of Service) Act, 1958
@1 of the 1958), or as cuse may be the High Court Judges
{Conditions of Service) Act, 1954 (28 of 1954).

(2) The Chairman,, who, is not a serving Judge of the
Supreme Court or of a High Court and o Member shall not be
entitled to vacation,

9. Accommodation.—(1) A serving Judge or a retired
Judge of the Supreme Coyrt or of a High Court who is ap-
pointed as Chairman shall be cntitled, without payment of
rent, to the use of an official residence in accordance with the
Jupreme Court Judges (Conditions of Service) Act, 1958
(41 of 1958), or as the case may be, the High Court Judges
(Conditions of Service) Act, 1954 (28 of 1954),

(2) The Chairman, who is not a serving Judge or n retireda
judge of the Supreme Court or of a High Court, and a
member shall be entitled to government accormmodation on
payment of prescribed rent as  admissible to a central govern-
ment officer of equivalent pay.

10. Medical Attendance.—(1) A serving Yudge or retired
Judge of the Supreme Court or of a High Court chall he ep-
titled to mt’:dicn]J attendance in accordance with the Supreme
Court Tudges (Conditions of Service) Act. 1958 (4] of
1958). or as the case may be, (he High Court Judges
(Conditions of Service) Act, 1954 (28 of 1954).

(2) The Chairman, who is not a serving Judge or a retired
Judge of the Supreme Cowrt or of a High Court, and a
member of the Tribunal shall be entitled to medical facllities
admissible to « cenlral government officer of equivalent
pav.

11, Tenure (1) (a) Where a serving Judge of the Supreme
Court or of a High Court is appointed as Chairman, he
shall hold office as Chairman for a period of three years o1
till he attains the age of sixty-five years or sixly-two years,
us the case may be, whichever happens earlier :

Provided that where a retired Judge of the Supreme Court
or of a High Court is appointed or re-appointed as Chair-
man beyond the age sixty-five years or sixty-two years, as
the case may be, he shall hold office as Chairman for
such perlod not exceeding three years as may be determlined
by the Central Government at the time of appointment or
re-appointment.

(b} Where a person not falling under clause (a) is appolnt-
ed ag Chairman, he shall hold office for a period of three
years, or till he attains the ngc of sixty-five years, whichever
happens carlier and shall not be cligible for re-appointment,

(2) A person appointed as member shall hold office till
he attains the age of sixty years.

12, Oath of Office.—Every person appointed as the Chair-
man or as a member, not_already in Government service,
shall before entering upon oftice, make and subscribe to an
oath of office before an officer of the Ceniral Government not
below the rank of Additional Secrctary in the form uppended
to these rules.

13. Saving.—In respect of any matter not covered by these
rules, the Chairman and a member shall be governed by such
rules or orders as may be applicable to a Central Government
officer of equivalent pay.

14. Interpretution.—If any question arises relating to the
interpretution of these rules, the mutter shall be referred to
the Central Government who shall decide the same,
