GSR. 791(E).—In exercise of the powers
conferred by section 19 of the Foreign Trade
(Development and Regulation) Act, 1992 (22 of
1992), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rtules, namely :—

1. Short title and commencement—{1) These
rules may be called the Foreign Trade (Regula-
tion) Rules, 1993.

{2) They shall come into force on the date of
their publication in the Official Gazette,

2. Definitions.—In these rules unless the con-
text otherwise requires,—

(a} “Act” means the Foreign Trade (Deve-
lopment and Regulation) Act, 1992
(22 of 1922);

(b) “charitable purpose” includes reltef of
the poor, education, medical relief, and
the advancement o} any other object of
gencral public utility;

{c) “importer” or ‘“exporter” means a
person who imports or exports goods
and holds a valid lmporter-exporter
Code Number granted under section 7;

{d) “licensing authority” mcans an uauthority
authorised by the Director General
under sub-section (2) of section 9 to
grant or rcnew a licence under these
rules;

(e) “Policy” means the export and import
Policy formulated and announced by
the Central Government under sec-
tion 5:

(f) “schedule” means a Schedulc appended
to these rules;

(g) “section” means a section of the Act;

(h) “special licence” means a licence grant-
ed under sub-seciion (2) of section §;

(i) “value” has the meaning assigned to it
in clause (41} of section 2 of the
Customs Act, 1962 (52 of 1962);

(j) words and expression used in these rules
and not defined but defined in the Act
shall have the meanings respectively
assigned to them in the Act.

3. Grant of special licence.— (1) Where the
Importer-exporter Code Number granted to any
person has been suspended or cancelled under
sub-section (1) of section 8, the Director General
may, having regard to the following factors,
grant to him a special licence, namely :—

(1) that the denial of a special licence is
likely to affect the foreign trade of
India adversely: or

(2) that the suspension or cancellation of
the Importer-exporter Code Number is
likely to lead to non-fulfilment of any
obligation by India wunder any inter-
national agreement;

(2) The special licence granted to any person
under sub-rule (1) shall be non-transferable.

4. Application for grant of licence.—A person
may make an application for the grant of a
licencz to import or export goods in accordance
with the provisions of the Policy or an Order
made unler section 3.

5. Fee.—(1) Every application {or a licence
to import shall be accompanied by the fee speci-
fied in the Schedule,

(2) The mode of deposit of fee shall be as
specified in the Schedule,
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(3) No fee shall be payable in respect of any
application made by :
(a) the Central Government, a State Gov-

ernment or any department or any
office of the Government;

authority for the bona-fide
required by it lor

(b) any local
import of goods
official use:

(c) any institution set up for educational,
charitable or misstonary purposes, for
the import of goods rtequired for its
use;

(d) an applicant for the import of any
goods (other than a vehicle) if the
impott of the goods is for his personal
use which is not connected with trads
or manufacture.

(4) The fee once received will not be refunded
except in the following circumstances, namely —

(i} where thc fee has been deposited in
cxcess of the specified scale of fce; or

(ii) where the fee has been deposited but no
application has been made; or

(iii) where the fee has been deposited in error
but the applicant is exempt from pay-
ment of fee,

6. Conditions of licence.~(1) It shall be
deemed to be a condition of every licence for
cxport that :—

(i) no person shall transfer or acquire by
transfer any licence issued by the licens-
ing authority except in accordance with
the provisions of the Policy:

(ii) the goods for the export of which the
licence is granted shall be the property
of the licensee at the time of the export.

{2) The licensing authority may issue @&
licence for import subject to one or more of the
following conditions, namely —

(a) that the goods covered by the licence
shall not be disposed of except in accor-
dance with the provisions of the Policy
ot in the manner snecified by the
licensing authority in the licence;

(b) that the applicant for a Ticence shall
execute a bond for complying with the
terms and conditions of the licence.

(3) Tt shall be deemed to be a condition of
every licence for import that :—

(a) no person shall transfer or acquire by
transfer anv licence issued by the licens-
ing authority except in accordance with
the provisions of the Policy:
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(b) the goods for the import of which a
licence is granted shall be the property
of the licensee at the time of import

and upto the time of clearance through
customs;

(c) the goods for the import of which a
licence is granted shall be new pgoods,
unless otherwise stated in the licence:

{d) the goods covered by the licence
tor import shall not be exported without

the written permission of the Director
General.

(4) Any person importing goods from the
United States of America in accordance with the
terms of the Indo-US Memorandum of Under-
standing on Technology Transfer shall also
comply with all the conditions and assurances
specified in the Import Certificate issued in terms
of such Memorandum, and such other assurances
given by the person importing those goods to the
Government of the United Stafes of America
through the Government of India.

7. Refusal of licence—(1) The Director
General or the licensing authority may for reasons
to be recorded in writing, refuse to grant or
tenew a licence if—

(a) the applicant has contravened any law
refating  to  customs or foreign
exchange;

(b} the application for the licence does not
substantially conform to any provision
of these rules;

(¢) the application or any document used
in support thereof contains any false
or fraudulent or misleading statement;

(d) it has been decided by the Central Gov-
ernment to canalise the export or import
of goods and distribution thereof, ag
the case may be, through special or
specialised agencies;

(e} any action against the applicant is for
the time being pending under the Act
or rules and Orders made thercunder;

(f) the applicant is or was a managing
partner in a partnership firm, or is
or was a Director of a private limited
company, having coutrolling interest
against which any action is for the time
being pending under the Act or rules
and Orders made thereunder;

(g} the applicant fails to pay any penaliy
imposed on him under the Act;

ch) the applicant has
Jicence;

tampered with =
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(i) the applicant or any agert or employee
of the applicant with his consent has
been a party to any corrupt or traudu-
lent practice for the purposes of ubtain-
ing any other licence:

\J) the applicant is not eligible for a licence
m accordance with any provision of the
Policy;

(k) the applicant fails to produce any docu-
ment called for by the Director General
or the licensing authority;

t1) in the case of a licence for iwnpoti, no
loreign exchange is available for t(he
purpose;

(m) the application has been signed by a
person other than a person duly autho-
rised by the applicant under the pro-
visions of the Policy;

{n) the applicant has attempted to obtain or
has obtained cash cowpensatury support,
duty drawback, cash assistance bane-
fits allowed to Registered Exporters or
any other similar beoelts {rom the
Central Government or any {gency
authorised by the Central Government
in relation to exports made by him on
the basis of any false, fraudulent or
misleading statcment or any document
which is false or fabricatcd or tamper-

ed with.

(2) The refusal of a licence under sub-rule(_l)
shall be without prejudice to any other action
that may be taken against an applicant by the
licensing authority under the Act.

8. Amendment of licence.—The licensing
authority may of its own motion or on an fl.pphca-
tion by the licensee, amend any licence in such
manner as may be necessary or to  rectify any
error or omission in the licence.

9. Suspension of a licence.——(1) The Director
General or the licensing authority may by order in
writing, suspend the operation of a licence

granted to-—

(2) any person, if an order of dctention
has been made against such nerson
under the provisions of the Couoserva-
tion of Foreign Exchange and Preven-
tion of Smupgling Activities Act, 1974

(52 of 1974); or

(b) a partnership firm or a private limited
company. if the person referred to 1n
clause (a) is a partner or a whole time
director or managing director, as the
case may be, of such firm or com-

pany :

Provided that the order of suspension shall

. ccase to have cifect in respect of the aforesaid

person or, as the case may be, the partnership
firm or company, when the order of detention
made against such person,—

(1) being an order of detention to which the
provisions of section 9 of thc Conser-
vation of Foreign Exchange and Preven-
tton of Smuggling Activities Act, 1974
(52 of 1974) do not apply, has been
revoked on the report of Advisory
Board under section 8 of that Act or
before receipt of the report of the
Advisory Board or before making a
reference to the Advisory Board: or

(ii) being an order of detention to which the
provisions of section 9 of the Conser-
vation of Foreign Exchange and Pre-
vention of Smuggling Activities Act,
1974 (52 of 1974) apply, has been
revoked on the report of the Advisory
Board under section 8 read with sub-
section (2) of section 9 of that Act or
before receipt of such report;

(ili) has been set aside by a court of compe-
tent jurisdiction.

(2) The Director General or the licensing
authority may by an order in writing suspend the
operation of any licence granted under these
rules, where proceedings for cancellation of such
licence has been initiated under rule 10.

10. Cancellation of a licence,—The Director
General or the licensing authority may by an
order in writing cancel any licence granted under
these rules if—

(a) the licence has been obtained by fraud,
suppression of facts or misrepresenta-
tion; or

(b) the licensee has committed a breach of
any of the conditiony of the licence; or

fc) the licensee has tampered with the
licence in any manner: or

(d) the licensee has contravened any law
relating to customs or foreign exchange

or the rules and regulations relating
thereto.
11. Declaration as to value and quality of

imported goods.—On the importation into, or
exporation out of, any customs ports of
any goods, whether liable to duty or
not. the owner of such goods shall
in the Bill of Entry or the Shipping Bill or any
other documents prescribed under the Customs
Act 1962, state the value, quality and des-
criotion of such goods to the best of his know-
ledge and belief and in case of exportation of
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BOOds,  certuy that the qually  ami
spogincation of the goods as  stated  in
those docuwmentts. are in  acco.dance  wilil
the tlerms of the ecxport contract entered
into, witlr the buyer or consignee in puisuance of
which the goods airc being exported and shali
subscribe a decluration of the tauth of such state
ment at the foot of such Bill of Entry or Shipping
Bill or any other documents.

k2. Declaration as to Importer-expoiter Code
Number.—QOn the imporiation into or ex-
poriation out of any Customs port of any goods
the importer or exporter shall in the Bill of Entry
or Shipping Bill or, as the case may be, in any
other documents prescribed by rules made under
the Act or the Customs Act, 1952 (52 of 1962),
stute the Importer-exporter Code Number allotted
to “im by the competent authority.

13. Utilisation of imported goods.— (1} No per-
som chall use any imported goods aflotted 1o him
by the State Trading Corporation of India or any
other agency recognised by the Central Govern-

muent in a manner and for the purposz, otherwise

than as declared by him in his application for
such allotment or in any document submitted by
him in support of such application,

€2) No person shall dispose of any goods
imported by him against a licencz  except in
secordance with the terms and conditions of such
licence,

14. Prohibition regarding making, signing of
any declaration, statement or documents:—
{1) No person shall make, sign or use or causz
to be made signed or used anv declaration, state-
ment or document for the purposes of obtaining
o licence or importing any goods knowing or
having reason to belicve that such declaration,
statement or document is false in any material
prarticalar,

(2) No person shall employ any corrupt or
iraudulent practice for the purposes of obtaming
any licence or tmporting or exporting any goods.

15. Power to cntetr premses and inspect, search

(i) any books of accounts or documents or
things which, in his opinion, will be
useful for, or relevant to any proceed-
ings under the Act,

Provided that the aforesaid period of
six months may, on suflicient cause
being shown, be extended by the Dirce-
tor General for a further period not
exceeding six months,

{c) The authorised person may seize any
books of accounts o documents or
things which in his opinion, will be

useful for, or relevant to, any pro-
ceedings under the Act
(@) The person from whose custody any

documents are seized under this sub-
rule, shall be entitled to make copies
thereof or take extracts therefrom in
the presence of the aurhorise” person.
