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" Section 24(1)(a)states that where no award under section 11 of
the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 has been made, then, all the
provisions of the Act No. 30 of 2013 relating to determination of
compensation , shall apply. Section 114(2) provides for a saving
clause, in terms of which Section 6 of the general clauses Act, 1897
has been made applicable with regard to the effect of repeals.

A plain reading of the provisions contained under Section
24(1)(a) of the Act No. 30 of 2013 would make it apparent that
Section 24(1)(a) is attracted in all situations where proceedings for
land acquisition have been initiated under the Land Acquisition Act,
1894, and no award under section 11 has been made under said
Act. The only rider, which has been imposed with the enforcement
of the new Act No 30 of 2013, is that in so for as determination of
compensation is concerned, all the provisions of the new Act shall
apply. Further, section 114 (2) provides that the repeal of the Land
Acquisition Act, 1894 would not be held to be prejudice or affect
the general application of Section 6 of the general clauses Act,
1897 with regard to the effect of repeal.

The publication of notification under Section 4 of the Land
Acquisition Act, 1894, where by notice is given to public at large of
the intent to acquire land, is generally held to be the point of
initiation of land acquisition proceedings under the Land
Acquisition Act, 1894. The land acquisition proceeding having been
initiated with the publication of notification under Section 4 of the
Land Acquisition Act, 1894 and award under section 11 of said
Act having not been made, the provisions under section 24(1)(a)
would get attracted, and this together with the provisions under




Section 114 (2) wherein the general application of section 6 of the
General Clauses Act, 1897 with regard to repeals has been
provided for, implies that the proceedings initiated with the
publication of notification as prescribed under Section 4 of the
Land Acquisition Act, 1894 would not be affected by the
promulgation of the Act No 30 of 2013, and there appears to be no
hindrance in issuance of declaration under Section 6 of the Land
Acquisition Act 1894, in such cases.
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" In matters wherein before enforcement of the Act No. 30 of 2013
notification under Section 4 of the Land Acquisition Act, 1894, has
been published as per statutory requirement of the aforesaid Section,
and award under Section 11 of the said Act has not been made, there
appears to be no hindrance in issuance of declaration under Section
6 of the Land Acquisition Act,1894 ;however with a rider that in so
far as determination of compensation is concerned, all the provisions
under Act No. 30 of 2013 shall apply."
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
