An Act further to amend the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order, 1950, the
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) (Union Territories) Order, 1951, the
‘Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Castes Order, 1956, the
Constitution (Dadra and Nagar Haveli) Scheduled Castes Order, 1962 and
the Constitution (Pondicherry) Scheduled Castes Order 1964

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Fifty-third Year of the Republlc of India as
follows:—

1. This Act may be called the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Orders (Second Amend-
