Explanation - The [nspectors may be either regular Inspectors or officials with additional charge.

Segregation and storage of so:ld waste.- (1) Every generator of waste shall, at source, segregate the munmpa!

soild wastes into the groups of organic, inorganic, recyclables and hazardous wastes.

Exphanation - Schedule-1 provides examples of each category of the waste. Thc lists are illustrative and not
- exhaustive. - o ' - :

@) Each of the types of waste described im cluase (1), shall be stored in a separate bin and handed over to
the waste collector at the source. :

3) The generator of waste shall ensure that the storage should not overflow with the waste at source and
should not be exposed to attract vectors and to erhit foul odour,.

@ The generator of waste shalt ensure that liquid waste is not mixed with seltd waste.

Disposal of debris.- (1) The generator of debris shail at least twenty-four hours before generating debris, inform in
writing or any other prescribed mode, the desingated person indicatin g the approximate time and quanmy of debris
expected to be generated and requestmg for its dlsposai :

Explanation - If an agency has been appointed by the Coroporation for collection and disposal of debris, the term

‘designated person’ refers to the person manning the Call Centre or Helpline set up by an agency for the purpose

of collecting and recording such information from the citizens for disposal of debris. In all other cases, it shall refer
-to the Inspector..

(2} . Information under clause (1) above shall be acc'ompanied by copy evidencing payment of debris_

disposal charges computed as per the curent Schedule for disposal of debris prescnbed by the
Corporation :

Provided, however, that where an agency has been appointed for management and handling of
debris, the agency may adopt alternate modes for collection of the debris, handling and transportation
charges as may be fixed by the Corporation from time to time.

(3) Upon teceipt of information under clause (1) accompanied by evidence of Payment of charges under °

clause (2), the agency or the Inspector, as the case may be, shall organize forthwith for dlsposal of the
debris. :

Privided, that the generator of debris, after he has informed the Inspector under clause (1) and
paid debris dlSposaI charges under clause (2) shalil: not be liable for any delay on the part of the Inspector
or the agency in disposal of the debris.

4 Notwithstanding anythihg contained in clause (1), (2) and (3} above, if the generator of debris desires to
transoport the debris himself and if the plan for such disposal is acceptable to the Commissioner, a gracc
period of 24 hours may be allowed to enabie him to dispose off the debris:.
