The need to monltor the sex ratlo at bnth was discussed in detall in. the
National Conference of the Chief Fteg|et|ars of Bmhs and Deaths held during 3-4
January, 2003 at New Delhl it was decided that the sex ratio of reg|ste|ed bzrths
should be comprled every month at the district and sub-district level and. provtded to
the d|stnct authorities — District Coltector Chief Executive Officer of Zila Panshad
District Medical and Ilealth Officer, District Plannlng/Statlstlcal Offlcer etc., and the
State Chief Reglstrar The Chief F{eglstrars Office should compile this information '
for all districts of the State and pfowde it to. the Chief Secretary, Secretaries in charge'
of Health, Famlly Welfare, Women & Child Development etc and other concerned
agencies lncludlng the Director Census Operatlons and this office. It would be useful
if the figures can be accompanled by graphic representations indicating the trends
and regional variations at least once in a quarter. -

This decision be implemented immediately and system of collecting
information on bitths by gender every month in the enclosed format at sub district
and hlgher levels may be put ln place Efforts rmay be made to collect the mfermation
for the months of January and ‘February 2003 latest by 25" of March 2008.

Thereafter all- district Registrars may ‘compile the. information for their areas and
~ submit it to the concerned by 15" of the succeeding month. The Chief Registrar.may
submit the information for the State by 20" of the month to the concerned

departments and to this office under intimation to the Joint Registrar General and

Director of Census Operations.
