G.S.R. 1260.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section
63 of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act,
1974 (6 of 1974), the Central Government, after consultation
with the Central Board for the Prevention and Control of
Water Pollution, hereby makes the following rules further
to amend the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution)
Rules, 1975, namely :—

1.(1) These rules may be called the Water (Prevention und
Control of Pollution) Second Amendment Rules, 1976.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their pub-
lication in the Official Gazette.

(3) In the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution)
Rules, 1975, in Chapter 9,—

(a) in the heading, the words "AND THE QUALIFI-
CATIONS OF ANALYSTS" shall be inserted at
the end;

(b) after rule 26, the following rule shall be inserted,
namely:—

"26A. Persons possessing the following qualifications
are eligible for appointment as Government Ana-
lysts or as Board Analysts under sub-section (1)
or sub-section (3), as tho case may be, of section
53, namely :—

Essential.—(i) M.Sc. Degree in Chemistry or equivalent or
Bachelor Degree in Chemical Engineering or Bio-
chemical Engineering; and

(ii) 10 years' experience in analysis of water, sewaj» w
industrial wastes in teaching, research or Govern-
ment Laboratory.

Desirable.—(i) Doctorate Degree in Chemistry or Bio-
chemistry or Master's Degree in Chemical Engineer-
ing or Bio-chemical Engineering;

(ii) Evidence of published papers in the field."
