NOTIFICATION
New Delhi. the 5th May, 2015

5.0.1177 (E).—Whereas the Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the Armed
Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 (28 of 1958) had declared the entire State of Assam, including the areas falling within 20
km wide belt in the State of Arunachal Pradesh and Meghalaya along their border with the State of Assam, as ‘disturbed
area’ vide Notification 5.0. 2818 (E) dated 4.11.2014.

Whereas Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts of Arunachal Pradesh were declared as disturbed areas under
Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act. 1938, vide Notification No. 2563(E). dated 30.9.2014.

Whereas, vide notification 5.0. 869 dated 27.3.2015, all the districts in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, including
Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts in the State, bordering the State of Assam were declared as disturbed area.

And whereas a further review of the Law and order situation in entire districts in Assam bordering Arunachal
Pradesh reveals that areas lying within the Police Stations in Arunachal Pradesh bordering Assam remain a cause of serious
concern.

Now. therefore. in supersession of the notification S.0. 869 dated 27.3.2015. the area falling within the
jurisdiction of following police stations in districts of Arunachal Pradesh. bordering the State of Assam are declared as
‘disturbed area” under Section 3 of the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 upto six months from the date of
publication of this Notification, unless withdrawn earlier;-

i) Banderdews, Doimukh, Balijan and Kimin police stations in Papumpare district;
ii}  Likabali police station in West Siang district;

iii} Ruksin,Nari and Oyan police stations in East Siang district;

iv)  Roing police station in Lower Dibang Valley district;

v)  Seijosa police station in East Kameng district;

vi)  Bhalukpong and Balemu police station in West Kameng district;

vii} Namsai and Mahadevpur police stations in Namsai district; and

viil} Sunpura police station in Lohit district.

ix)  Dulung Mukh Police Out Post. Lower Subansiri district.

Further, the whole of Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts in Arunachal Pradesh are declared as
‘disturbed area’ under Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 upto six months from the date of publication
of this Notification. The period between 27" March 2015 to till date of publication of this notification shall
remain covered under 5.0.869 dated 27.03.2015.
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
