G.S.R. 496(E).—Whereas a draft rules, namely, the Indian Institutes of Information Technology (Public-
private Partnership) (Co-ordination Forum) Rules, 2019 was published, as required by sub-section(1) of section 41 of the
Indian Institutes of Information Technology (Public- private Partnership) Act, 2017 (23 of 2017) in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part II, Section 3, Sub-section (i), vide notification number G.S.R. 283 (E), dated the 4t April, 2019,
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inviting objections or suggestions from the public likely to be affected thereby within thirty days from the date on which
the copies of the Gazette of India containing the draft rules were made available to the public;

And whereas, copies of the said Gazette were available to the public on the 4t April, 2019;
And whereas, no objection or suggestion has been received in this regard;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 41 of the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology (Public private Partnership) Act, 2017 (23 of 2017), the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology (Public-private Partnership) (Co-ordination Forum Procedure of Meetings) Rules, 2019.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions.- (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires-

(a) “Act” means the Indian Institutes of Information Technology (Public-private Partnership) Act, 2017 (23 of
2017);

(b) “Member-Secretary” means the Member-Secretary referred to in sub-section (3) of section 38 of the Act.

(2) words and expressions used in these rules but not defined and defined in the Act shall have the same
meanings, respectively, assigned to them in the Act.

3. Procedure to be followed in meetings.— (1) Half of the members of the Co-ordination Forum shall form a
quorum for a meeting of the Co-ordination Forum.

(2) Agenda of a meeting shall be circulated by the Member-Secretary to the members at least seven days before a
meeting.

(3) Notices of motions for inclusion of any item in the agenda of the meeting shall reach the Member-Secretary at least
seven days before the scheduled date of the meeting:

Provided that the Chairperson of the Co-ordination Forum may permit inclusion of any item which have not been
included in the agenda of the meeting.

(4) The minutes of the proceedings of a meeting of the Co-ordination Forum shall be drawn up by the Member-Secretary
and circulated to the members of the Co-ordination Forum.

(5) The minutes together with any suggested amendment shall be placed for confirmation of the Co-ordination Forum at
its next meeting.

(6) After the minutes are confirmed and signed by the Chairperson of the Co-ordination Forum, they shall be recorded in
a minute book which shall be kept open for inspection of the members of the Co-ordination Forum at all times during
office hours.

(7) All questions considered at the meeting of the Co-ordination Forum shall be decided by a majority of the votes of the
members present including the Chairperson of the Co-ordination Forum:

Provided that if the votes are equally divided, the Chairperson of the Co-ordination Forum shall have a second or casting
vote.

4. Travelling and other allowances payable to members of the Co-ordination Forum.- (1) The Chairperson
shall be entitled to travelling and daily allowances on the same scale as is admissible to him under section 6 of the
Salaries and Allowances of Ministers Act, 1952 (58 of 1952).

2) An official Member shall be entitled to the travelling and daily allowances at the same scale and at the same
rate as are admissible to them in their parent organization or Department, as the case may be.

3 A non official Member shall be entitled to the travelling and daily allowances at the same scale and at the same
rate as are applicable to Group ‘A’ officers of the Central Government.
