No. F-B-1-49-2011-2-V (07).—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (d), (g)
and (h) of sub-scction (2) of Section 62 of the Madhya Pradesh Ixcise Act, 1915 (No. II of 1915), the State
Government, hereby, makes the following further amendment in the Madhya Pradesh Foreign Liquor Rules, 1996,
namely -

AMENDMENT
In the said rules, in rule 19, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule be substituted, namely :—

"(2) On all deficiencies in excess of the limits allowed under rule 16 and rule 17, the EL.-9,
FL.-9-A, FL.-10-A or EL.-{0-B Licensee shall be liable to pay penalty at a rate not exceeding
the duty payable on foreign liquor at that time, as may be imposed by the Excise Commissioner
or any officer authorised by him :

Provided that if it be proved to the satisfaction of the Excise Commissioner or the authorised officer
that such excess deficiency or loss was due lo some unavoidable causes like fire or accident
and its First Information Report was lodged in concerned Police Station, he may waive the
penalty imposable under this sub-rule.”.
