NOTIFICATION

No. F 4-Tfood/2003/29.—Whereas the Governor of Chihattisgarh is of opinion that for the purposc of procuring
adequate quanitities of the rice for Public Distribution System and for the purpose of securing the surplus rice available in

the State for meeting requirements of other deficit States in the country it is necessary and expedient to make procurement
of rice within the State of Chhattisgarh. '

Now therefore, in exercise of the power conferred by section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955 (10 of 1955)
read with the order of the Government of India, Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development and Co-operation
(Department of Food) No. G.S.R. 800 dated 9th June 1978, Removal of (Licensing Requirement, Stock limits and
Movement Restrictions) Order, 2003 No. G.S.R. 490 (E) dated 16th June 2003 issued by Government of India Ministry of

Consumer Affairs. Food and Public Distribution (Depantment of Consumer Affairs), the state government hereby makes

the folliowing order. namely :— -

i. Short title, extent and commencement—

-

H This order may be called the Chhattisgarh Rice Procurement (Levy) Order 2003.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Chhattisgarh,
3 It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the "Official Gazette."

2. Definitions—In this order unless the context otherwise requires—

'(a) - "State” means State of Chh~stisgarh;

{b) ~ "State Government” means Juvernment of Chhauisgarh;

(c) “Director” means Director ¢ i'ood, Civil Supplies and Consumer Protection; Chhautisgarh;

) “Collector” means tirz Coliccior of the district and includes any other officer authoriscd by the State
Government 1o perform all ar: :ny of the functions of the Collector under this order:

(e) "Miller” means the owner or other person in charge of arice mill;

n "Rice Miil" means the plani and =nachinery with which, and the prenuises including prccmcts thereof in
which. or in any part of which rice milling operation is carried on;

(g) "Rice” means any variety of rice produced or manufa actured by dehusking paddy in a rmll worked by
power, and mcludcs rice cquivalent of paddy held in stock;

(h) "Purchase Officer” means such authority or person as may be appointed by the Food Corporation of india:

(i) "Enforcement Officer” means an officer of the Staie Government not below the rank of Food Inspector
or a police officer not below the rank of the Sub Inspector;

) “Custom Milling" means conversion of paddy prorured under price support scheme by State Government

1Mo rice by millers as per norms fixed by Government of India for each Kharif Marketing Scason.
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3. Levy on Rice— ' -
(i). Millers. who will conduct the custom milling of the paddy purchased under price support scheme, will

~ only be-cntitled to sell the quantity of levy rice to purchase officer of his own uccount, s may be notified
in the official Gazette by the State Government from time to time.

(i) Every miller shall sell rice to the purchase officer as defined in clause 4 only after completion the custom
milling of the paddy in accordance with an.agreement.
(iii) Millers shall sell enly specificd quality of rice w the purchase officer as per the norms fixed by the

Government of India for each Kharif Marketing Season.

4.  Process of Levy Procurement— Y
(i) Before the sell of levy rice to the purchase officer, millers engaged in custom milling will have to fumish
adeclaration in a formal prescribed by theDirector and submit it before the purchase officer and Collector

or any officer authorised by the Collector.

(if) On receipt of declaration from the millers. the purchase officer shall purchase the declmcd quantity of
mentioned rice in prescribed format by miliers. It shall be the duty of the miller to calculate and give the
information of correct quantity of levy rice for sell in prescribed format according to the custom milled
rice deposited by him to Food Corporation of India or Chhattisgarh State Civil Supplies Corporation

) Limited. ,

(i) Enforcement officer and Purchase officer shall ensure that sell of only appropriate quantity of levy rice
by miller takes place according Lo the custom mitled rice deposited by miller o Food Corporation of India
or Chhattisgarh State Civil Supphes Corporation Limited.

5. Restrictions on milling by miller—

State Government can issue instructions on such terms and restrictions for millers, as may be notified by State
Government, for coversion of the paddy procured under price support schemne and stored by Stale Govemment or its agency
inta rice. ' »

6.  Purchase price— ,

The price payable to millers for fair average quality of common and Grade "A" varicty of levy rice shall be according
to the price fixed by the Government of India for concerned Kharif Marketing Season. :

Provided that in case the rice offered for sale does not confirm to the specifications issued by Government of India,
the miller shall bring out such improvements as may be necessary, in regard to various refractions of uniform specification
s0 as 10 bring it within the specifications issued by Govemment of India.

7. Acceptance of Levy—
(i) The purchase officer shall as far as possible in presence of the miller or his agent shall draw two

representative sample and analyse in presence of the miller or his agent to confirm that the stock offered
is conforming to uniform specification issued by the Government of India.

(i) The purchase officer shall ‘release analysis result for calculation of the price and puyment after the
confirmation of the stock being as per the uniform specification.
(iin) In case of dispute where the miller does not agree with the results of analysis referred o sub clause Gii).

the purchase officer shall as far as possible in the presence of the miller or hisagent  1se to be taken and
sealed three representative samples of the rice delivered under clause-3. hande  >ne sample to the
miller or his agent and sent two other samples to District Lab of Food Corporation dia. Out of these
iwo representative samples, one shall be analysed under the supervision of Depu., .Janager {Quality
- Control) of Food Corporation of India assocnaung with the Assistant Food Ofﬁcer or Food Inspector of

the concemed districts. Emhen
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1 {iv) The result of the second sample analysis referred in s-ub clause (iif) shall be binding on both the parties
and the price payable for the stock of rice shall be finally calculated on the basis of that result.

8. Inspection and supérvision over purchase officer—

With a view to securing compliance with the povisions of this order. the State Government. Director or the Collector.
within their respective jurisdiction may, from time 1o time. call for details of levy collected or custom milled rice delivered
by millers {rom appropriate authority of Food Corporation of India.

9. Exemption—

N The State Government may. by general or special Order exempt any person or class of persons from the operation of
all or any of the provisions of this Order and may at any time revoke or cancel such exemption,

10. Pepalty—

) If any miller or person contravenes any provision of this Order. he shall be liable to punishment under
section 7 of Essential Commodities Act 1955.
(i) If any miller contravenes any of the provision of this Order. then wholc or any part of any stock of rice,

together with the packages and coverings thereof shall be forfeited to the State Government.

11.  Powers of Entry, Search and Seizure etc.—

Any Enforcement Officer may, with a view (o securing compliance with the provisions of this Order or to satisfying
*. himself that this Order has been complied with— -

(iy - enter, with such assjstance as may. be necessary any rice mill or other premises where he has reason to
believe that rice is produced or stocked; '

{ii) ask of any person all necessary questions:

(ii1) examine any books or documents or call for the submission of such returns relating to the stocks of custom
milled rice and other rice held by miller. '

(iv) search and so far may be necessary for the purpose. detain any person or seize rice found in such person’s

possession in respect of which he has reason 1o believe that contravention of any of the provisions of this
‘Order has been. is being or is about to be committed and thereafter take or authorise the taking of all

© measures necessary for the production of stacks. so seized.in a court and for their safe custody. pending
such production.

12.  Maintenance of records—

Every miller shall maintain records of paddy and rice in a formar as prescribed by Director

13. Appeal-— ) *
) Any persaaaggrieved by anorder of the Enforcement officer or purchase officer regarding levy or custom
milling mzy appeal 10 the Collector within 30 days of the date of receipt of the order.
(2) Any person aggrieved by an order of the Collector regarding levy or custom milling may appeal to the

State Government within 30 days of the date of receipt of the order.

14. Duty to mmﬁly with Orders and directions—

Ever, miller or other person to whom any order or direction is 1ssued under any powers conferred by or under this
Order shall comiply with such order or direction, .
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15, Repeal and Savings—

Chhatlisgarh Rice Procurement (Levy) Order 1970, enforced by thls department's Order No. $728-2544-XXX (l) 10,
dated 15th August 1970 is hercb)’ rescinded on the date of enforcement of this Order

Notwithstanding anything contained in such repeal, any order issued under the Chhattis garﬁ Rice Procurement (Levy)
Order 1970 shall be deecmed to have made granted or issued under this Order.
