Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conférfy sub-section (6) of section 105 of the said, Alse Central
Government hereby makes the following rules, namely

1. Short title and commencement1)These rules may be called the Cantonments (Exe&caf Warrants for
the Attachment and Sale of Immovable Property) K 2616.

4, Sale to be by public auctionEvery sale of immovable property attached or sigfit portion thereof (if it is
divisible), if the same can be conveniently sevesbtadll be made by public auction by an order efGief Executive
Officer andthe decision, whether an immovable priypean be conveniently severed shall be made byGhief
Executive Officer with the prior approval of the &d.

5. Notice of sale(1) A notice of every intended sale by public &rttunder these rules shall be published in at
least two newspapers in circulation in the localaar and as often as the Chief Executive Officall slirect, having
regard to the nature and value of the propertyetedid.

(2) The notice shall specify the date, time and@laf sale and shall contain a description andquéats of the
property.
6. Conditions of sale-(1)The Chief Executive Officer shall fix a resedvprice which shall not be divulged to

any person before, at or after the sale andevdeysball be regulated by conditions which shallegaily conform to
those specified in Form No. 1.
(2)Any deviation therefrom shall be determined sy Board and duly approved by the Principal Directo
(3) A copy of the notice and conditions of salespscified in Form No.1 shall be fixed on a conspiipart of the
property and upon the notice board of the officéhef Cantonment Board and also, when the propergnid paying
revenue to the Government, in the office of thel&br of the district in which the land is situdtend at such other
places as the Chief Executive Officer may direct.

7. Postponement of Salelf there be no bid or the highest bid shall beokelthe reserve price, the Chief
Executive Officer shall postpone the sale and gkafiuction it as per the provisions containediie b.

8. Deposit to be made forthwith-  If the amount to be deposited be not at oncedid to or deposited with
the Chief Executive Officer and the bid of the perswho would otherwise have been declared to éetiichaser in
Form No. 2, shall be rejected and the propertyl simahediately be again put up for sale.

12. Suspension of warrant: The Chief Executive Officer may suspend or cantel warrant where he is
satisfied that such suspension is warranted bycitteimstances of the case or where the sum dudhendosts of
recovery have been paid by the defaulter as plestin sub-section (4) of section 105 of the Act.

14. Fee to be chargedFor every warrant issued or attachment made, dbak be charged at such rates not less
than rupees two thousand five hundred and not niane rupees five thousand as the Board may, froma to time,
specify and such fees shall be included in thesocofstecovery.

3) At the hearing, the parties may represent msgeor through a counsel.
(4) If the claim is allowed by the Chief Executi@éficer, the sale proceedings shall be subjedhéoarder passed
by him:
