36. The provisions of the Indian Limitation Act 1963 shali be mmplicable in
proceedings before Gram Nyayalayas. No suit or proceeding shall be inctituted in a
Gram Nyayalaya for which the period of limitation prescribed by the Iadin: Limitation
Act has expired.

37. The High Court of Judicature at Allahabad shall have power 69 amcnc'l,
modify, delete or :e]ax any rule whenever it is deémed necessary.
