Extraordinary, Part II, Section 3, sub-section (i), dated 31st October, 2013, for inviting objections and
suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby before the expiry of a period of forty-five days
from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing the notification were made available to the public;

And whereas, the copies of the Gazette containing the said notification were made available to the
public on the 31st October, 2013;

And whereas, the objections and the suggestions received from the public on the said draft rules have
been considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 47 of the Designs Act, 2000 (16 of
2000), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Designs Rules, 2001,
namely:-

1. @) These rules may be called the Designs (Amendment) Rules, 2014.

(ii) in case of an enterprise engaged in providing or rendering of services, an enterprise
where the investment in equipment is not more than the limit specified for medium enterprises
under clause (b) of sub-section (1) of Section 7 of the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
Development Act, 2006.

Explanation 1. — For the purpose of this clause, “enterprise” means an industrial
undertaking or a business concern or any other establishment, by whatever name called,
engaged in the manufacture of production of goods, in any manner, pertaining to any industry
specified in the First Schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951 (65
of 1951) or engaged in providing or rendering of any service or services in such an industry.

Explanation 2. — In calculating the investment in plant and machinery, the cost of
pollution control, research and development, industrial safety devices and such other things as
may be specified by notification under the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development
Act, 2006 (27 of 2006), shall be excluded.

Explanation 3. — The reference rates of foreign currency of the Reserve Bank of India
shall prevail.’.
